Does Your Legislator Support
Public Education?

Our state organization, the Indiana Coalition for Public
Education, issues a legislative report card in election
years. This ICPE Report Card rates incumbents who filed
for reelection in 2018, grading them based on their votes
on six bills that either damaged public schools by:

1. promoting the expansion of private school vouchers

2. increasing tax credits giving taxpayer money to
scholarships for private schools

3. cutting voter control of public education

or helped public schools by promoting support for public
education.

In all, ICPE issued grades to 109 legislators.
The majority were Ds.

“Although legislators might claim it’s unfair to assign
letter grades based on a small portion of what they do,’
said Vic Smith of ICPE, “that is exactly what Indiana does
to schools across the state when it bases schools’ letter
grades largely on one standardized test. Many politicians
claim to support public education, but the proof is in their
votes.’
